Cheques and bankers’ drafts can be
forged or altered so you should never
accept a cheque, banker’s draft or
building society cheque from someone
unless you know and trust them. Be
especially wary when accepting a high-
value cheque or banker’s draft - for
instance, if you are selling a car.
